• Group phases for qualification and playoffs (the complete rules will be given

to you when you arrive).
• Challenge-cup for the Best Player (elected by all the coaches).
• Challenge-cup for the most “Fair Play” team (marked by the referees).
• Official referees.

ACCOMMODATION OF THE TEAMS & COACHES (Fees / Meals / Transport of the teams)

• Each delegation is responsible of the transport of the players and their staff.

• The accommodation of the players (maxi 10) will be provided by families 
in Chantepie (the organization board will not provide the accommodation 
of the coaches, bus drivers and of the possible supporters), there are several hotels
in Chantepie (list to be sent on demand). It is possible for the teams to arrive 
on Friday evening. The tournament organization cannot guarantee housing for all
teams (priority will be given to teams travelling from further).

• On Saturday players and coaches will have dinner alltogether. Supporters can 
participate with a cost of 18€ (euros). The “Party” after Saturday dinner should
contribute to friendly relationships between players and their host family.

• Sunday lunch is included in fees costs for players and coaches.

• A fast food is at everyone’s disposal during the 2 days of tournament.

• We ask for a 50€ (euros) contribution per person (players and coaches) for all 
the week-end. You have to pay 200 € (euros), no refund will be given in case 
of non participation, to valid your participation in the tournament.
This amount will be taken out of your global fees.

• The clubs have to take care of insurance for their players and their supporters.
